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Continue the Glory of the Organization

Twenty-five years ago, a group of students from mainland China established the Association of Chinese Scientists and Engineers in Chicago, Illinois, which was
one of the earliest professional societies founded by people from mainland China in the United States of America. Since its inception, it has attracted many people and
the organization expanded rapidly. Today, it has become an organization with several thousand members compared to about 40 members at the beginning. In 1996, the
Association of Chinese Scientists and Engineers merged with the Association of Chinese Professionals. The new organization adopted the name of Association of Chi-
nese Scientists and Engineers (ACSE). In 2009, the board of directors realized that more and more members have naturalized to be US citizens, and decided to change
the organization’s English name to Association of Chinese-American Scientists and Engineers (ACSE) while keeping the Chinese name of the organization unchanged.

Since the establishment of ACSE, it has experienced ups and downs like all other organizations. However, the history of ACSE has been the history of expansion
in general. Due to its many contributions to the Chinese-American community in the past, today, ACSE has become one of the most influential Chinese-American or-
ganizations in greater Chicago area. Looking back to the history of ACSE, its most active periods were always the time when the association could follow the trend of the
society and organize many events that met the needs of its members. For example, at the early time of the organization, members’ general interests were the Sino-US
relationship and its development. ACSE invited ambassadors from China and USA, and members of US Congress and Senator, to give keynote speeches addressing the
concerns of the members. The annual meetings were very crowded and successful. Later, China adopted the national policy to attract more oversea Chinese to return to
China, which generated enthusiasm of entrepreneurship among ACSE members. The leaders of ACSE made connections timely with high tech zones and enterprises in
China, and organized a lot of very popular talent promotion events, which attracts many of its members. Through 25 years of development, ACSE has built a very strong
organization from scratch. What ACSE has done earned its very good reputation in the society of USA and China. ACSE has been promoted and recognized by the com-
munities, governmental officials from both US and China. People from all levels of government, enterprises, and academia of USA and China came to ACSE to make
speeches and exchange their ideas with our members. Chinese-Americans in the greater Chicago area actively participated in all kinds of events organized by ACSE. The
summer picnic organized by ACSE with alumni associations of major Chinese universities sometime attracted more than thousand people to attend. ACSE has really
been accepted as the leading organization in the Chinese-American community. However, after 25 years of growth, ACSE has grown to an organization like a person in
his/her young age, full of energy. The community and its members have much higher expectation on the organization today.

First of all, unlike 25 years ago, there are many Chinese-American organizations founded by people from mainland China in the United States of America today.
Hence, people have a lot of choices to join the different organizations. How can ACSE keep its leadership position among all of the Chinese-American organizations? I
think that the most important thing is to maintain the characteristics of this organization: organization for scientists, engineers, and professionals, and become the real
talent organization for Chinese-Americans with strong background in science and technology. Through the efforts of 20-30 years, people from mainland China have
made great achievements in the academic and industrial fields in the United States of America. Many people have become leaders in various fields. ACSE will continue
to be the leading organization only if the organization can attract people from this group. We can attract these people by strengthening the sub-organizations of each
professional field inside ACSE, and extend our influence by working with some of the professional organizations in the United States of America. We should also absorb
the Chinese-American leaders in the fields of science and technology to serve as the main leadership roles of the association. Hence, we can build the association as the
one highly pursued by the Chinese-American professionals.

"Cooperation, development, contribution" as the principles guided ACSE’s work in the last 25 years. It is also our future guiding principles. Since the establish-
ment of ACSE, It has actively set up a platform for the exchange between China and the United States to promote bilateral cooperation, which of course is one of our
future priorities. But 25 years later, the composition of the members of ACSE has changed a lot. Most of the members have lived in the United States for many years, and
have become a citizen of USA. They now also very much concern about the things around them, the communities they are living in. We should vigorously strengthen
cooperation of ACSE with other Chinese-American organizations in the United States, and strengthen cooperation with local organizations of other ethic groups in the
United States. ACSE and its members should actively participate in the social activities organized by local communities. ACSE can lead Chinese Americans to become
one of the major forces that contribute to the communities around us and to the society of America. Only when we truly become an organization that is not only influen-
tial in Chinese-American community but also in American society, will we have more say in this country. At that time, we can do more and make greater contributions to
promote the cooperation between China and the United States in order to strength the long term Sino-US friendship.

Attracting a wider range of technological elites and professionals to the organization is also an opportunity for us to grow. Although many Chinese-American
organizations founded by people from mainland China exist in the United States, but only a few organizations can really attract their children to participate. There are
many excellent scientists, engineers, and professionals in the second generation of Chinese Americans and their descendants. Can ACSE walk out of the Chinese-
American community with mainland China background and attract these young generations to join? Their participation will give the organization a completely different
view and much strong reaching out in US because they understand the American society much deeper than their immigrant parents, and have built extensive social net-
work in this country. With them, ACSE not only will be easier to collaborate with the organizations with other ethnic background and in mainstream society, but also will
be more conducive for the organization to serve communities and make contributions in the United States of America. I believe that if ACSE can be the leading organiza-
tion in attracting the second generation and their descendants in Chinese-American community, we can continue to maintain our leadership position among all the Chi-
nese-American organizations.

The development of ACSE in the past 25 years has made history for people from mainland China and left a valuable asset for our future generations. The experi-
ence of ACSE’s development is to follow the trend of the society and serve the needs of its members at different time. In the next 25 years, we will continue to follow the
principles of "cooperation, development, contribution" to serve the needs of Chinese-American scientists, engineers, and professionals in the United States so that we can
expand our organization further. ACSE will become the local Chinese-American organization to attract more elite Chinese-American scientists, engineers, and profes-
sionals, as well as the second generation Chinese-Americans and their descendants. ACSE will strengthen the cooperation with other Chinese-American organizations
and local organizations with different ethnic background in the United States, and will promote the members to participate in American community activities. ACSE and
its members will become the great contributors to the American society. At the same time, we will continue to strengthen exchanges between China and the United States
by promoting cooperation between the two countries in the fields of science and technology, and other social aspects, to maintain good relationship between the two great
countries.
